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Anti-Ragging Policy
Introduction:

HPT Arts & RYK Science College, Nashik is committed to providing a safe and
respectful learning environment for all students. Ragging, in any form, is strictly
prohibited and will not be tolerated. This policy aims to prevent and address ragging
incidents, ensuring a conducive and inclusive atmosphere for academic growth and

personal development.
Definition of Ragging:

Ragging is any act of physical or mental abuse, harassment, intimidation, or bullying
of a student by another student or group of students, which may cause physical or

emotional harm, or create a hostile environment.

Objectives:

1. To prevent ragging in all its forms and promote a culture of respect, empathy,
and inclusivity among students.

2. To provide a safe and supportive environment for students to pursue their
academic and extracurricular activities without fear of harassment or
intimidation.

3. To ensure that all students are treated with dignity and respect, regardless of
their background, caste, creed, religion, gender, or any other characteristic.

Prohibited Acts:

The following acts are strictly prohibited and will be considered as ragging:

Physical abuse, including pushing, hitting, or any form of physical violence.
Verbal abuse, including name-calling, insults, or derogatory remarks.

Mental harassment, including threats, intimidation, or bullying.

Forcing students to perform tasks that are humiliating, degrading, or against
their will.

Any act that creates a hostile or intimidating environment, including but not
limited to, teasing, mocking, or ridiculing.
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Consequences of Ragging:

Any student found guilty of ragging will face disciplinary action, which may include:

Warning and counselling.

Suspension from classes or hostel for a specified period.
Expulsion from the college.

Fines or penalties.

Reporting to the police, if necessary.
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Preventive Measures:

To prevent ragging, the college will:

1. Conduct awareness through induction programs, workshops and extra-
curricular activities

2. Make students conscious about the consequences of ragging and the
importance of maintaining a respectful environment.

3. Establish Anti-Ragging Committee to monitor and address ragging incidents.

4. Provide counselling and support services to students who are victims of
ragging.

5. Ensure that all students are aware of the anti-ragging policy and the
consequences of violating it.

6. Encourage students to report incidents of ragging to the authorities without
fear of retaliation.

7. Make all stakeholders aware about rules and regulations prepared by UGC
and Govt. of Maharashtra in this regard.

8. Obtain Anti-Ragging affidavits from students and parents at the time of
admission

Reporting and Redressal:

Students who are victims of ragging or witness ragging incidents are encouraged to
report them to:

1. The Anti-Ragging Committee.

2. Vice-Principals and Heads of Dept.

3. The Principal.
All complaints will be treated confidentially and investigated promptly. The college will
take necessary action to address the complaint and provide support to the affected

student.
Review and Revision:

This policy will be reviewed and revised annually, or as needed, to ensure its
effectiveness in preventing and addressing ragging incidents. The present policy is

revised on 1 June 2024.
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All students, faculty members, and staff are expected to acknowledge and abide by
this anti-ragging policy. By enrolling in the college, students agree to comply with this

policy and respect the rights and dignity of their peers.

MAHARASHTRA PROHIBITION OF
RAGGING ACT, 1999*

MAHARASHTRA ACT NO. XXXIH OF 1998
(First published. after having received the assent of the Governor in the
“Maharashtra Government Gazette™. on the 15th May. 1999.

An Act to prohibit ragging in educational institutions in the State of
Maharashira.

WHEREAS it is expedient to enact a special law to prohibit ragging in
educational institutions in the State of Maharashtra: It is hereby enacted in the
Fiftieth Year of the Republic of India as follows :-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1] This Act may be called the
Maharashtra Prohibition of Ragging Act, 1999.

(2) 1t shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, appoint.

2. Definitions.- In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a)] “educational institution” means and includes a college, or other
institution by whatever name called, carrying on the activity or
imparting education therein (either exclusively or among other activi-
ties): and includes an orphanage or a boarding home or hostel or a
tutorial institution or any other premises attached thereto;

(b) “head of the educational institution” means the Vice-Chancellor of the
University. Dean of Medical Faculty, Director of the Institution or the
Principal, Headmasler or the person responsible for the management of
the educational institution;

(¢) “ragging” means display of disorderly conduct, doing of any act which
causes or is likely to cause physical or psycihological harm or raise
apprehension or fear or shame or embarrassment to a student in any
educational institution and includes -

(i} teasing, abusing threatening or playing practical jokes on. or
causing hurt to, such student; or

(if) askingastudenttodoany act or perform something which such
student will not, in the ordinary course, willingly, do.

3. Prohibition of ragping.- Ragging within or outside of any  educational
instituiion is prohibited.

4. Penalty for ragging.- Whoever directly or indirectlv commits, participates
in. abets or propagates ragging within or outside any educational institution.
shall, on conviction, be punished with imprisonmenl for a term which may extend
to two years and shall also be liable toa fine which may extend to ten thousand

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5. Dismissai of student.- Any student convicted of an offence under section
4 shall be dismissed from the educational institution and such student shali
not be admitled in any other educational institution for a period of five years
from the date of order of such dismissal.

6. Suspension of student.- 1) Whenever any student or. as the case may
be. the parent or guardian. orateacher of an educational institution complaints,
In writing. of ragging to the head of the educational institution. the head of that
educational institution shall. without prejudice to the foregoing provisions,
within seven days of the receipt of the complaint. enquire into the matter
mentioned in the complaint and if, prima facie, it is found true. suspend the
student who is accused of the offence, and shall, immediately forward  the
complaint to the police station having jurisdiction over the area in which the
educational institution is situated. for further action.

(2) Where, on enquiry by the head of the educational institution, it is proved
that there is no substance, prima facie, in the complaint received under sub-
section (1). he shall intimate the fact, in writing. to the complainant.

(3) The decision of the head of the educational institution that the student has
indulged in ragging under sub-section (1), shall be final.

7. Deemed abatment.- If the head of the educational institution fails or
neglects to take action in the manner specified in section 6 when a complaint
of ragging is made, such person shall be deemed to have abetted the offence
of ragging and shall, on conviction, be punished as provided for in section 4.

8. Power to make rules.- (1) The State Government may, by notification in
the Official Gazette, make rules for carrying out all or any of the purposes of this
Act.

(2) Every rule made under this Act shall be laid, as soon as may be, after it
is made, before each House of the State Legislature, while it is in session for a total
period of thirty days. which may be comprised in one session or in iwo or more
successive sessions. and if, before the expiry of the session in which it is so laid
or the session immediately following, both Houses agree in making any
modification in the rules or both Houses agree that the rule should not be made,
and notify such decision in the Official Gazette, the rule shall, from the date of
publication of such notification, have effect only in such meditied form or be
of no effect, as the case may be: so however, that any such maodification or
anriulment shall be without prejudice to the validity of anything previously
done or omitted to be done under that rule.
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
