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Challenges of the Disabled Students in Aspiring Higher Education

Introduction:

Disability is a term associated
with some specially-abled people who
sustain a condition that prevents
him/her from doing things in the same
way as the other people around him. A
person can suffer these conditions from
multiple sources, they can vary from
certain limitations since his birth due to
the manifestation of an abnormality in
his gene to a horrific incident like war or
accident which gives many people
some bad memories which they have to
live with for the entirety of their life.
Examples of such difficulties can vary
from functional impairments like the
visually impaired, hearing
impairedness, a problem in speaking to
structural impairments like the
absence of limbs.

According to The Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016.
"Person with disability" means a person
with long term physical, mental,
intellectual or sensory impairment
which, in interaction with barriers,
hinders his full and effective
participation in society equally with
others.

The 21 disabilities covered are as
follows.

1. Blindness: A condition where a
person suffers from any of the
following conditions namely: Total
absence of sight or Visual acuity not
exceeding 6/60 or 20/200 (snellen)
in the better eye with correcting
lenses; or. Limitation of the field
vision subtending an angle of 20
degree or worse.

2. Low-vision: A person with
impairment of visual functioning
even after treatment or standard
refractive correction but who uses
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or is potentially capable of using
vision for the planning or execution
of a task with appropriate assistive
device.

Leprosy Cured persons:Any
person who has been cured of
leprosy but is suffering from - loss
of sensation in hands or feet as well
as loss of sensation and paresis in
the eye - lid but with no manifest
deformity; manifest deformity and
paresis but having sufficient
mobility in their hands and feet to
enable them to engage in normal
economic activity; extreme
physical deformity as well as
advanced age which prevents him
from undertaking any gainful
occupation.

Hearing Impairment: Loss of
sixty decibels or more in the better
ear in the conversational range of
frequencies.

Locomotor Disability: Disability
of the bone, joint or muscles leading
to substantial restriction of the
movement of the limbs or a usual
form of cerebral palsy. Some
common conditions giving raise to
locomotor disability could be
poliomyelitis, cerebral palsy,
amputation, injuries of spine, head,
soft tissues, fractures, muscular
dystrophies etc.

6. Dwarfism: Dwarfism is a medical

or genetic condition that causes
someone to be considerably shorter
than an average-sized man or
woman.

Intellectual Disability: Earlier
known as Mental retardation,
intellectual disability is a
condition of arrested or incomplete
development of mind of a person
which is specially characterized by
sub - normality of intelligence i.e.
cognitive, language, motor and
social abilities.

Mental Illness: Any mental
disorder other than mental
retardation.

developmental disorder of variable
severity that is characterized by
difficulties in social interaction and
communication and by restricted or
repetitive patterns of thought and
behaviour.
Cerebral Palsy: A group of non -
progressive conditions
characterized by abnormal motor
control posture resulting from brain
insult or injuries occurring in the
peri-natal, neo-natal or infant
period of development.
Muscular Dystrophy: Muscular
dystrophy is a group of diseases that
cause progressive weakness and
loss of muscle mass.

conditions are a number of
disorders related to central and
peripheral nervous system. This
includes the brain, spinal cord,
cranial nerves, peripheral nerves,
nerve roots, autonomic nervous
system, neuromuscular junction,
and muscles.

Specific Learning Disabilities :
Affect person's ability to acquire,
process, and / or use either, spoken,
read, written or nonverbal
information (organization /
planning, functional literacy skills,
memory, reasoning, problem
solving, perceptual skills) or in
other words in short - difficulty with
language in its various uses (not
always reading).

Dyspraxia - The inability to motor
plan, to make an appropriate body
response.

Dysgraphia - Difficulty with the act
of writing both in the technical as
well as the expressive sense. There
may also be difficulty with spelling.
Dyscalculia - Difficulty with
calculations.

Attention Deficit and
Hyperactivity Disorder(ADHD) -
Hyperactivity, distractibility and
impulsivity

It is a permanent disability arising
out of conditions such as
laryngectomy or aphasia affecting
one or more components of speech
and language due to organic or
neurological causes.

Thalassemia: It is an inherited
blood disorder that causes your
body to have less hemoglobin than
normal.

Hemophilia: Hemophilia is a
rare disorder in which the blood
doesn't clot in the typical way
because it doesn't have enough
blood-clotting proteins (clotting
factors).

Sickle cell disease: A group of

disorders that cause red blood cells
to become misshapen and break
down.
Multiple Disabilities including
deaf-blindness :Multiple
disabilities is a term for a person
with a combination of disabilities,
for instance, someone with both a
sensory disability and a motor
disability.

Acid Attack victims: An acid
attack, also called acid throwing,
vitriol attack, or vitriolage, is a form
of violent assault involving the act
of throwing acid or a similarly

corrosive substance onto the body
of another "with the intention to
disfigure, maim, torture, or kill".
Perpetrators of these attacks throw
corrosive liquids at their victims,
usually at their faces, burning them,
and damaging skin tissue, often
exposing and sometimes dissolving
the bones. Acid attacks can lead to
permanent partial or complete
blindness.

Parkinson's disease: Parkinson's
disease is a progressive nervous
system disorder that affects
movement.

According to the 2011 Census,
the total population of the disabled
was 2.68 crores, out of which 1.5
crores were males and 1.18 crores
were females. It means 2.21 per cent
of the country's population has been
reported to have some kind of
disability. The percentage of disabled
males to the total males in the
Country was 2.37 per cent whereas
this percentage was 1.87 per cent for
females. The scenario was not
different in rural and urban areas. In
the rural areas the proportion of the
disabled males was recorded at 2.47
per centand it was 2.12 per cent in the
urban areas. Similarly, the percentage
of disabled females in rural and urban
areas was 1.93 per cent and 1.71 per
centrespectively.
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According to a survey on status
of disability in higher education, out
of'15,21,438 students studying in 150
colleges and universities throughout
the country, only 8,449 students with
disabilities are pursuing higher
education. The survey conducted by
the National Center for Promotion of
Employment (NCPE) further reveals
that 74.08 per cent of these were male
and 22.7 per cent female. Of the total
number of disabled candidates,
46.67% have orthopedic disabilities,
32.13% are visually impaired, 5.16%
are speech/hearing impairment and
16.05% have other types. The survey
also found that over a 100 of the
respondent institutions have a
“disability unit” on campus and over
130 have a “disability policy.” This
article discusses some of reasons of
very small number of people with
disabilities have access to higher

education in developing countries
like India.

Barriers faced by students with
disabilities :

In a qualitative study conducted
by Kunnath and Mathew (2019) in
six metropolitan cities, it was
observed that themes such as
accessibility, functions in the
classroom, accommodations for
examinations, communication,
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social attitude and employment
challenges were highlighted as major
aspects that needed attention. The
results of the study reflect on poor
planning, implementation of
disability policies, lack of disability
sensitization in the society and
inadequate availability of resources
in a developing country. Some of the
points are discussed below:
. Physical Inaccessibility

This is one of the most prominent
barriers for students with disabilities.
School and college buildings in most
countries lack basic infrastructure to
make the institution physically
accessible for students with
disabilities. These institutions lack
ramps for wheelchairs and proper tile
markings for blind students.
Institutions with multi-level
buildings lack elevators or lifts.
Washrooms are often inaccessible.
Heavy doors and narrow and dimly-
lit entrances too make institutions
inaccessible for students with
disabilities. Higher institutions or
universities lack the facility of
accessible hostels for students with
disabilities.

In some countries where
accessibility is required by law,
instances have been reported where
structures like 'ramps are built in such
a way that they dont serve their
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purpose. Accessibility requirements
in some countries are fulfilled only on
paper.

Some developed countries have
an inclusive education system and
accessible institutions but most of the
students with disabilities around the
globe suffer due to a lack of
accessible infrastructure in
educational institutions. Sometimes
when institutions are accessible or
somehow accommodate students
with disabilities they may face a
challenge in getting accessible
transportation to take them to and
from the institute. In most cases, the
burden ultimately falls on the parents
to take their ward to and from school
in any way they can manage.

2. Lack of Awareness

Thisis one of the most common
causes that create barriers for
students with disabilities
Interestingly, this lack of awareness
hits students with disabilities from
multiple directions. Many times
parents are unaware of the laws
giving equal rights to education to
children with disabilities. They lack
information about the availability of
special schools and special rights
provided to disabled students by the
law. Things do not become easy even
in cases where parents are aware of
things and willing to provide
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education to their disabled children.

Authorities in the institutions
too are unaware of their duties and the
rights of the students with
disabilities. Lack of awareness
creates barriers at almost every step
in developing countries. Many
countries have given formal consent
to the United National Convention on
the Rights of Persons with Disability
(UNCRPD) and have formulated
laws based on the convention but
almost no one is aware of the law. In
many cases, the laws have been
theorized but there's no practical
implementation on the ground due to
lack of awareness.

. Lack of Individualization

This is perhaps the least talked
about barrier faced by students with
disabilities. In most countries, a
blanket approach is used for students
with disabilities. These blanket
approaches are designed based on
preset categories formulated on the
basis of disability or weaknesses. The
strengths of individual students with
disabilities are not assessed. A
student with a disability, for example,
might be strong and sporty despite
her disability but in most cases,
institutions fail to recognize these
individual strengths and provide the
disabled student proper opportunity
to develop on her strengths.

Students with some types of
disabilities, like students with
ADHD, require personalized
attention. But, due to the lack of
individualization needs of these
students are ignored. Teachers are
often not trained to provide
individual attention where needed.
So, they keep on going with the pace
of curriculum or the bright students
(based on teaching strategy), and
some students with disabilities are
left behind.

. Complex Accommodation Process

Accommodation requirements
for students with disabilities are often
not met. The entire process in most
countries is practically based on the
personal ethics of the authorities of
the school. The needs of a dwarf
student, for example, are very
different from a student in a
wheelchair. A ramp or such
infrastructure is not sufficient for a
dwarf student. She may need
accommodation in sitting
arrangements in her classroom.
There's rarely any quick process for
accommodating these types of
requirements or special requests.

If the immediate authority of the
institution does not show any interest
in making the accommodation the
student in most cases has no other
option. Even in countries where the
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law provides options, the entire
process is complex and time-
consuming. The appeal and litigation
process is so cumbersome that it
becomes almost impossible for
students to get into the process. And,
students are left with the option to
adjust anyhow or just drop out.
5.Negative Attitude and Stereotypes

Almost every country of the
world has some stereotypes and
negative connotations related to
disability. Being a part of society,
educational institutions too are
affected by these negative attitudes
towards students with disabilities.
Not only fellow students but school
staff too have been bullies for
students with disabilities in many
cases. Teachers, in many instances,
discourage students with disabilities
directly or indirectly to pursue their
studies.

However, it must be noted that
in many instances teachers have
proved to be the strongest support for
students with disabilities. It entirely
depends on the individual nature.
But, overall the attitude of people
towards disability is negative and that
reflects in educational institutions. In
some countries, the stereotypes are so
strong that all students with
disabilities are given education in
separate institutions, and parents of

non-disabled students protest the
admission of any disabled student
with their children.
6. Unavailability or Lack of
Accessible Study Materials

This barrier is faced mostly by
students with low vision or blindness
and this is perhaps the biggest hurdle
for them. Study materials in accessible
formats say braille or audiobooks, are
either unavailable or available at a cost
unaffordable for a student. Most of the
institutions around the globe put no
extra effort to arrange study materials
for their blind students. The students
are completely dependent on listening
and remembering class lectures or on a
classmate who is helpful enough. Even
in this modern age where technology
can be used to solve the issue without
much effort situations have not changed
much for blind students.

Education is the key to human
development. Education is a
fundamental right of every child. The
Article 26 of United Nations
Organization's Declaration for Human
Rights highlights the right to education.
The Article 45 of Constitution of India
notes free and compulsory education
for all children under the age of 14
years. Further, the Article 41
emphasizes the right to education for
persons including those with
disabilities. Under the Constitution of
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India, persons with disabilities have
been guaranteed all the Fundamental
Rights as provided to other citizens of
the Country viz., equality of
opportunity, non discrimination, no
untouchability, freedom of religion,
right to the language, script or culture,
right to franchise, right to property,
right to enforce fundamental rights,
access to education in any educational
institution, and right to work. Now the
most significant fact about education of
the disabled children of India is that, it
is widely available to them in
comparison with yesteryears. The
vision of National Education Policy
2020 includes the following key
changes to the current system:(i)
increased access, equity, and inclusion
through a range of measures, including
open schooling, online education and
Open Distance Learning (ODL),
keeping in view needs of learners with
disabilities, and substantial increases in
scholarships at private/philanthropic
universities for disadvantaged and
underprivileged students.

The Right of Persons With
Disabilities Act (2016) states that the
educational institutions shall

(1) admit them without
discrimination  and provide
education and opportunities for
sports and recreation activities
equally with others;
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(i) make the building, campus,
and various facilities
accessible;

(iii) provide reasonable accommodation

according to the individual's
requirements;
(iv) provide necessary support

individualised or otherwise in
environments that maximise
academic and social
development consistent with the
goal of full inclusion;

ensure that the education
to persons who are blind or
deaf or both is imparted in
the most appropriate languages
and modes and means of
communication;

detect specific learning
disabilities in children at the
earliest and take suitable
pedagogical and other measures
to overcome them;

(v)

(vi)

(vil) monitor participation, progress in
terms of attainment levels, and
completion of the education in
respect of every student with a
disability;

(viil) provide transportation facilities
to the children with disability
blindness and low vision; deaf
and hard of hearing; locomotor
disability including cerebral
palsy, leprosy cured, dwarfism,
acid attack victims and muscular
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dystrophy;
Conclusion:

The plight of disabled children
is rooted in their inability to manipulate
the personal and environmental
variables thereby restricting the
performance of daily tasks and
disrupting the established role patterns
and social role expectations. The
problem of disability emanating from
physical, sensory or mental
impairments therefore has insisted
many policy issues in shaping the social
roles of the disabled persons. While the
issue of their equal rights to live with
dignity and self - respect of a human
being leads to continuous analysis of
public policies and rehabilitation
services for disabled persons.
Disability is not just a physical
problem, but it refers to the interactions
of society with the specially-abled
members who reside in it. Intensive
support and care are needed to make the
environment around him more be void
of any social barrier. PwD has similar
needs like normal people, they need
medication to be safe from the life-
threatening viruses. It has been found
that people who suffer from such
disabilities face many participation
restrictions in terms of health and
reintegration services.

COVID-19 Pandemic was not less
than a nightmare to us. It has been two
years, since the world is going through
this crisis. During these circumstances
we perceive of RT-PCR test. Every
now and then we heard about rapid
COVID testing , thatis RT-PCR.

Have you ever thought what it is
and how does it work?

Real Time RT-PCR stands for Real
Time Reverse Transcription
Polymerase Chain Reaction. PCR
(Polymerase Chain Reaction)
technique was first invented by Kary
Mullis in 1984 , which give birth RT-
PCR. It was developed to rapidly detect
Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome
(SARS-CoV). Many varieties of RT-
PCR assays were developed during the
pandemic which also include ready to
use kits.

RT-PCR is a nuclear derived
method used for detecting the presence
of a specific genetic material in any
pathogen, including a virus. In RT-

PCR or PCR, a thermostable
polymerase enzyme called, Taq
polymerase is used ,isolated from a
thermophilic bacteria called Thermus
aquaticus. These bacteria were
discovered from hot springs of 75
degree Celsius at Yellowstone
National Park by Thomas D Brock and
Hudson Freeze.

As studies have found , SARS and
COVID- 19 virus contains RNA. As all
know, viruses are inactive outside the
cells and, active when inside a host
cell. The viruses infiltrate into the cells
and turns them into virus making
factories. For early detection of viruses
like COVID- 19 using real time RT-
PCR, scientists need to convert RNA
to DNA, process called reverse
transcription. The only DNA can be
copied or amplified , which is the key
to detect viruses by real time RT-PCR.

When the mixture containing viral
DNA is placed in a RT-PCR machine,
it goes through cycles with
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temperature of heat and cool , giving
the mixture a trigger to create identical
copies of viral DNA . The standard
cycle of real time RT-PCR setup goes
for 35 cycles , which at the end of
process around 35 billion new copies
of sections of viral DNA are created.
When the new viral DNA are built, the
DNA strand is attached and a
fluorescent dye is passed and , the level
of fluorescence is tracked. When a
certain level of fluorescence is
surpassed, the presence of virus is
confirmed.

The real time RT-PCR is applied ,
considering its highly sensitivity and
specificity, and can deliver results in as

little as three hours. It is significantly
faster and has very low chance of
contamination, asthe whole process is
carried out within a closed tube. In the
meantime, it continues to be the most
accurate method available for
detection of COVID-19 virus.

Carefulness costs you nothing . Be
safe, Be careful . Wear proper mask
and avoid crowded place and close
contacts. Clean your hands with
alcohol based soap or hand rub . As
Erasmus said, "Prevention is better
than cure ."

WHAT IS CORRUPTION? Corruption
is the misuse/abuse of entrusted
power, dishonesty or a criminal offense
undertaken by a person or an
organization to acquire illicit benefits or
power for personal gain. After years
and years of efforts to eliminate
corruption, it continues to pervade our
everyday life. A few high-profile scams
and frauds capture the headlines from
time to time, but corruption is so
normalised that it is hardly newsworthy
in India. A recent study by
Transparency International puts the
bribery rate in India at 39%. It was the
highest among the 17 Asian countries
surveyed.

Now that we know the meaning
of corruption, let's start with how to stop
or prevent it. We all are living in the
modern world where our day starts and
ends with various types of technology.
But will technology be the virus to end
corruption? Of course it can and we
already have started to fight it.

But the question is how can
technology help? Advances in

technology have led to unprecedented,
rapid access to vast amounts of data on
economy. Aisde from serving as
prerequisites for democracy, access to
information and transparency are key
tools in the fight that leads to a level
playing field for both government and
market. The emergence of technology
has the potential to put forward anti-
corruption agenda through
revolutionizing methods of corruption
detection, prevention and analysis.
This can help to monitor the efficiency
of country's political life, and make
financial information more transparent.
Technology can also support
campaigning efforts and help mobilize
people against corruption. Over the last
decade, government has launched e-
government initiatives to beat
corruption.

Another way is technology
reduces corruption by automating
bureaucratic processes. The
cumbersome processes create
incentives for soliciting bribes, but
automation can eliminate the physical
interaction between individuals and
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public officers, leaving no space for any
such dealings. The Direct Benefit
Transfer (DBT) schemes of the
Government of India are a prime
example of how automation of
processes can cut red tape and
corruption. Through direct transfer of
cash benefits to the beneficiaries' Jan
Dhan Yojana bank accounts, the
development schemes eliminated the
role of middlemen and by extension,
opportunities for corrupt activities. 351
DBT-based schemes saved Rs 1.70
lakh crore from falling into the hands of
intermediaries. The DBT schemes
functioned on the back of the 'JAM
Trinity' of Jan Dhan-Aadhaar-Mobile,

among which Aadhaar % a unique
digital ID provided to each citizen 3%
made it possible to streamline the
identification of beneficiaries and
eliminate ghost beneficiaries, thus
reducing the risk of corruption and
fraud.

Corruption Cannot be resolved
by digitalisation alone, they do depend
on the institutional context. institutional
incentives, state capacities and strong
leadership are important key. As such,
to make technology work as an anti-
corruption devise, it is important to fix
related institutions too.

Research has always been my
prime interest, and thus continuously
thriving to nurture my interest. 12
Research publications, and 35
National/International conferences
have given me a thorough insight into
the field of research. An immense
interest and expertise in the field of
Forensic Entomology, Hydrobiology
and Limnology especially in the field of
Malacology [studies molluscs which
includes familiar groups of
invertebrates including snails, slugs,
mussels etc] and Conchology [the
study of mollusc shells]. I am currently
seeking and focusing on Forensic
entomology along with Limnology
which will flourish my knowledge and
expertise in this particular area and
could give a chance for an application.

From last five years I am
working on the Forensic entomology
which is a distinct and an emerging
field in forensic sciences. The purpose
of the research is to investigate the
forensically important entomofauna

found in cadavers from the different
sites in Nashik City. In Forensic
entomology, the insects feeding on
corpses are studied which plays an
especially important role in assessing
the early stages of decomposition and
has become an important tool in
criminal investigations and now a days
it is used in criminal investigations in
several countries. Twenty years ago the
use of entomology in a crime scene
investigation was considered bizarre,
despite the solid scientific background
and documented historical
applications. Increased instances of
forensic odontologists being involved
in criminal investigations, as part of the
forensic team, have necessitated the
need for an increase in awareness of
emerging sciences like forensic
entomology and its applications in
forensics.

Right from the early stages
insects are attracted to the
decomposing body and may lay eggs in
it. For the research purpose different
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areas of the Nashik City was studied.
Insects mostly involved in the forensic
investigations are true flies or Diptera
distributed worldwide that has great
importance for forensic entomology.
The predominant species in this order
are blow flies, flesh flies and house flies.
During the study, the fly population and
the developing stages such as adults,
eggs, and larvae were collected and
studied to identify the type. The timing
of each of these growth stages has been
researched, enabling this information
to be used to estimate time since death.
Morphological comparison is used for
species identification and a careful
examination reveals species variation.
Till date different species of the flies
and their developmental stages with
their forensic importance in criminal
investigation were identified from the
vicinity of the Nashik city.

Me and my student Rutuja Naik
has also reported one new invasive
species from Nashik which is native of
North America (Physa acuta) this is
species would be a future threat for
Nashik and near by localities. This
species having specific habitat. It can
survive in highly polluted water and
shows dominating habits. Its breeding
capacity is also good and we have
published its presence in newspaper
and research paper also. It took by
MNS nashik and they organised table
meet on this problem and ask our team
for solution how we can control this
